Interviewer: On today’s programme I’m speaking to Emma Harris about running an independent
bookshop. Emma, have you always been in the book business?

Emma: Hello, well actually no. I worked in marketing for about fifteen years, but when the company
| worked for closed down three years ago, I decided to follow my dream. I’d always loved books and
reading, so | used my savings to open this little bookshop in the town center.

Interviewer: That must have been quite a challenge, especially with online shopping being so
popular.

Emma: You’re absolutely right. Many people do buy books online now because it’s convenient and
often cheaper. But I believe there’s still a place for independent bookshops. I know my customers
personally and can recommend books based on what they’ve enjoyed before. You can’t get that
personal service from a website.

Interviewer: What kind of books do you focus on?

Emma: I specialize mainly in fiction and local history books. I can’t compete with the big stores that
sell everything, so I decided to focus on what I know best. | also sell some second-hand books
alongside new ones, which helps keep prices affordable and gives people more choice.

Interviewer: | noticed you have reading groups and author events.

Emma: Yes, that’s become a really important part of what I do. The events themselves don’t bring in
much profit, but they create a sense of community. People get to meet other readers, discover new
authors, and feel like the bookshop is more than just a place to buy books. It’s become a meeting
place for book lovers.

Interviewer: What’s a typical day like for you?

Emma: It varies quite a lot. Some customers come in knowing exactly what they want and just buy it
and leave. Others treat the shop like a library — they’ll spend hours browsing, reading in the
comfortable chairs I’ve set up, and often end up buying something. I really enjoy chatting with
customers about books and helping them find their next great read.

Interviewer: How do you see the future of independent bookshops?

Emma: I won’t pretend it’s easy — we face real challenges from online retailers and rising rents. But
I’m actually quite hopeful. I think people are starting to value local businesses more, and there’s
something special about discovering a book in a real bookshop that you just can’t get from scrolling
through a website. As long as I can provide that personal touch, I think there’s a future for shops like
mine.
